This makes the use of cell phones in 

diagnostic imaging a possibility in 

the future.

But what are the affects?

Cell phones emit radio waves and the tissues of 

the body absorb this energy.

Children's skulls are much thinner which 

allows this energy to penetrate into the 

brain.

Approximately 35% of eleven year old 

children in America have their own cell 

phones.

In a recent study, the brain 

temperature increased 0.11 degrees 

Celsius when an average antenna 

was in use.
